 1 box of 24 Crayola crayons 

BOLD COLORS
 1 package Crayola washable watercolor paints  
 5 folders with prongs and horizontal pockets (1 each of red, blue, yellow, purple 

and green color) 
 3 One-subject wide-ruled composition notebooks of at least 70 (each of red, blue, 

yellow, green) 
 One pack of ruled paper
 1 jumbo Elmer's Glue Stick 
 1 blunt tip scissors - we recommend Fiskars’s brand (lefthanded if needed) 
  #2 pencils 1 box-24
 3 white Staedtler erasers 
 1 12-inch ruler (with both inches and centimeters) 
 1 roll ½ x500” Scotch tape 
 1 plastic school box 
 1 box 7-inch color pencils (12 count) 
 Primary Journal with picture box: Half page ruled (primary notebook)
 4 boxes of facial tissues 
 1 regular size backpack with zipper closer and no faces. (Must be labeled with 

child's name and address) 
 1 old, adult-size T-shirt or apron (to be used as an art smock)-must be labeled 

with child’s name 
 3 reams of copy paper 
 3 roll paper towels 
 2 packs wet wipes 
 1 Box each of large and small Ziploc bags 
 1 box of Band-Aid (at least 30 count) 
